Roof Care guide                 

1) Water quality:
· The water smells bad: Check for dead fish and do a 50% water change.
· There is a lot of algae: scoop out as much of the algae as you can using a mesh. Check the following week; if no improvement, do a water change.
· Low water level: add di water
· The water has an oily layer, or oily spots: Check for dead fish and do a 50% water change. 
· There is Utricularia: weed the Utricularia out and toss it in the plant disposal pool. Remove it every time you see it before it forms a mat!
· The water is murky: get 50% of the water out by “vacuuming” the bottom of the pool, then add di and adjust conductivity
2) pH. Check pH every 2 weeks. Too low (<6) too high (>8): do a 50% water change.
3) Conductivity. When adjusting conductivity, add Walter’s solution little by little.
· Above 150: do 20% water change
· Above 200: do 50% water change
· Below 80: add a little of Walter’s solution or a scoop of Miracle Gro dissolved in a bucket of di water (if the plants need it and there is no algae bloom)
4) Temperature: 

· Too high: check the water level, add more water if needed. Check the plant coverage and/or the shade cloth. Make sure the shade cloth is NOT touching the water
· Too low: in the winter it may get too low, do a 50% water change and tell Carol so we start making arrangements to bring the fish inside.
5) Plant quality

· The leaves are getting yellow: add a scoop of Miracle Gro and a tablespoon of micronutrients dissolved in a bucket of di water.
· There are red mites (spider mites) in the plants: get the di water hose, spray the plants from all possible directions with di water putting your finger at the tip of the hose in order to increase the water’s pressure. This will wash the mites off. Check again in two days and repeat until no mites are left.
6) Other

· If you find an unidentified problem: Alert Carol or Sat
Other Important information:
· Every time you do a water change, check the conductivity after the pool filled up. Put a basket at the exit end of the hose to catch any fish that may get sucked by the hose. 
· Every time you add Miracle Gro, dissolve it first in a bucket of di so it doesn’t hit the fish directly. 
· Keep the hoses, buckets and delicate equipment in the elevator lobby
· When feeding in the roof, rinse the worms; make sure there are NO DEAD worms. Add a full pipette of worms per fish. You can scatter them around the pool.
· Clean after yourself, decomposing plants on the floor nourish algae that then turn the floor slippery, you may kill someone!
· Every time you go to the roof, either to feed or to do anything, check for signs of something going wrong. You can prevent a disaster from happening!
Finally, treat the fish as you would like to be treated if you were a fish.
