Clove Oil (Eugenol) Fish Anesthesia

Check the fridge in 223 for already prepared 10% Clove oil solution.

If there is no 10% clove oil solution made, you need to prepare it.

10% Clove oil solution
5 ml of clove oil (89-98% Eugenol)

45 ml of Ethanol

Mix and store in a dark vial, cover with aluminum foil. Eugenol is light-sensitive and will break down if exposed to light. 

Preparing 60 mg/l  clove oil anesthetic solution
You need:

Tupperware labeled for Anesthesia

600 (l of clove oil

500  (l of stress coat

1000 ml of di H2O

When you are ready to anesthetize the fish, prepare the solution in the Tupperware. Put a fish in the solution, cover the Tupperware and put a black cloth to prevent Eugenol degradation and keep the fish calm. Fish should pass out in a couple minutes and recover as soon as they are back in fresh water.
